The Commissioners Court of Jones County will hold a public hearing on a proposed budget for the 2025 fiscal year.  The public hearing will be held on Monday, September 8, 2025, at 9:00 AM at the Jones County Commissioners Courtroom, Jones County Courthouse 100 Courthouse Square Anson, Texas.  The Commissioners Court at the conclusion of the public hearing will be voting on the 2026 budget and voting on the 2025 tax rates. 

This budget will raise more total property taxes than last year’s budget by $216,821.07 (3.18%), and of that amount $98,479.22 is tax revenue to be raised from new property added to the tax roll this year.

The increase base pay for eligible County Employees and Elected Officials will be a 4.0% cost of living increase, in addition to a longevity schedule of $0.06-$0.29 per hour depending on years of continued service up to 20 years.  The County Judge state supplement is increasing $12,600 an the County Attorney state supplement is increasing $10,500.

All proposed salaries are subject to the final budget approval on September 8, 2025.
